PREMIER COACHING SOCCER CAMP
Players will be coached by experienced educators and 
instructors - who are positive role models.  This camp 
will be held at Stanley Park and is a cooperative effort 
between the YMCA and Premier Coaching, a professional 
soccer organization which always provides coaches who 
have international soccer experience and who are great 
with youthful players!  New this year: There will be three 
levels during the camp – instructional, intermediate 
and advanced – all of which will place strong emphasis 
on soccer skills, strategies, sportsmanship and character 
values.  Players ages 5 & 6 have a half day schedule of 
9:00AM to noon, players ages 7 – 14 may choose either 
the half day or a full day schedule of 9:00AM to 3:00PM.

SPRING/SUMMER BASKETBALL LEAGUE
This possible NEW program is being considered for teams 
of experienced, dedicated, “basketball-loving” players!  
If this is offered, it would be organized in four separate 
divisions – two for players (boys and girls separately) 
entering high school and two for players (boys and girls 
separately) entering grades 7 & 8.  Teams would be 
scheduled for five or six games to compete with other 
teams from surrounding towns from mid May through 
late June.  It would be conducted similar to our long time 
successful Preseason High School Basketball League in the 
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fall, but a few revisions may be made, such as: games of 
4 vs 4 to accommodate smaller numbers of players per 
team, players officiating their own games (Y staff will 
always supervise), or teams occasionally playing two 
shorter games on the same date!  More details will be 
available as soon as plans are finalized.

NEW HIGH SCHOOL SOFTBALL CLINICS!!
This NEW program of preseason clinics may be held in 
March and early April.  They will help prepare advanced, 
motivated high school players for their spring season.  
It will focus on the development and practice of these 
important skills: pitching, fielding, hitting and base 
running.  The once or twice weekly sessions will include 
presentations by local college and high school coaches, 
indoor and outdoor practices, skill competitions and a 
small ratio of players to experienced staff.  More details 
will be available soon, look for flyers!

FALL SOFTBALL LEAGUE
A NEW program is being planned for ages 8-10 that 
will focus on learning, practicing and using the skills 
and teamwork necessary to continue playing in more 
competitive levels of play.  Players will receive instruction, 
have team practices and play full scale games.  Basic 
pitching techniques, proper positional play, hitting 
fundamentals and advanced base running techniques will 
be the focus of our caring, knowledgeable, experienced 
coaches.
